Currently supported depth sounders are Sonarmite, Horizon, Hydrotrac, Innerspace, and Odom Digi-
trace. If you have a different depth sounder, contact Carlson Software to discuss adding support for it.
You can use a depth sounderwith GPS fo map an underwater surface. When the depth sounder is en-
abled, SurvCE will alternate between reading from GPS and reading from the depth sounder, so if you
aren't using a depth sounder, you must be sure this feature has been deactivated, or you may experi-
ence slow GPS readings. When active, incoming Depth readings are viewable in Monitor/Skyplot. Eleva-
tion values in the Store Point screen are automatically depth adjusted.
